¶ Both Parent A and Parent B receive Newsfeed item communication emails 
There are a few things that you can do to ensure you receive communication sent from the school via 
Compass. 

¶ Log in to Compass and using Update My Details from the Cog/Tools Menu ensure that you have up to date 
email addresses registered.  Make sure that the email address of the parent who is most likely to consent and 
pay for school activities is in the email address field for the first parent listed (Parent A). 

 
 
 

¶ Compass emails sometimes go through to junk mail.  Check this regularly and add compass@jdlf.com.au to

¶ Log in to Compass at least once a week and check the My News area to see if there are any new items or alerts 
for Events and Course Confirmations/Payments.
