  LIBRARY NEWS 
It is always disappointing to have books returned damaged to the library, which necessitates 
their withdrawal from circulation. Water damage is a particular problem as mould growth 
prevents any further use of the book. As a reminder, I have included some tips on the care 

of library books. 
 

Book Care 

¶ Carry your books to and from school in your backpack! Put books in a plastic bag if there is a risk your drink 

bottle may leak on them in your backpack. 

¶ Keep books away from food and drinks.  

¶ Make sure your hands are clean when reading library books. 

¶ Always use a bookmark instead of turning down pages or placing the book face down with the pages open, 

which damages the spine. 

¶ Keep books away from younger siblings who might scribble in, or tear books. 

¶ Keep books away from pets. 

¶ Designate one particular place in your house to store library books so they are easy to find when returning 

them to school. 

¶ Read it! Have someone read it to you!
